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Stipulation Vi

e Stipulation VI of the draft nPA exempts certain
SVH Program Undertakings from further review
when specific criteria are met:

— No ground disturbance is required OR a records check has
determined the area was tested within the last ten years,
is disturbed, or does not have high probability to retain
archaeological deposits.

— The building was constructed after 1985 OR has been
determined not historic through consultation in the past
ten years.

* VA proposes to consult using standard Section
106 consultation when the above criteria are not
met.

— Building demolitions

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VA is the grantor of funds, not the
agency responding to a disaster or
emergency.

When a grant is requested in
response to an emergency or
disaster, VA would apply the
provisions of Stipulation VI. If not
exempted, VA would utilize the 7-
day comment period.

VA expects that under emergency
circumstances, some grants will be
reimbursements for undertakings
that have already taken place.

In the event of a formal declaration
of a disaster or emergency that is
ongoing, such as a pandemic, ACHP
would afford VA an extension of up
to 90 days for response.
