· apply to VA online or in person at VA regional offices. 
· only use VA accredited representatives.
· beware of companies claiming to contact you on behalf of VA or guaranteeing lots of money. 
· don’t sign a blank form or contract to pay a percentage of benefits for help filing a claim.
